Joh. Jos. Prüm 
Wine is a kind of bottled energy and there is no producer that packs more voltage into their bottles  

than Joh.Jos.Prüm. The family history in the Mosel dates back as early 1156, thought it was  
Johann Josef Prüm who founded the estate in 1911. 

 
By the mid 1930s the distinctive style had been forged, and from 1969 the imitable Dr. Manfred Prüm  

would take the reputation job to even greater heights. 
 

Today the estate is run by Manfred’s daughter Katharina who watches over 13.5 precious hectares of vines  
perched on the slate-rich slopes of the Middle Mosel. 

 
All four of Prüm’s key vineyards share the same soils – grey and blue Devonian slate. The major differences  

between the sites have to do with the variation in aspect (from south to south-west facing),  
the steepness, depth of soil and vine age.

Francois was born and raised in Brussels to a polish Lieutenant who escaped occupied Poland and his mother,  
a Burgundian woman. Luckily for us and the world of wine, Francois spent his formative summers in Burgundy,  

where he fell in love with the agrarian lifestyle and determined that he would one day make wine himself. 
 

Fast forward, Francois inherited his first plots of Meursault in 1992 from his late uncle, Pierre Boillot. Since that 
time, he has relentlessly pursued his authenticity, purity and elegance through acute attention to details.  

 
Francois typically restrains his new oak use to about 20%, believing that excessive wood masks full expression 

of the terroir.
